The capacity of Meadowbank has been increased to 25,000 this year making these the biggest
gigs in the festival’s history. The support acts have still to be announced for all three of these
gigs, but we can promise they'll make for some amazing live shows.

The London-based Razorlight last played as part of T on the Fringe two years ago, selling out
the Edinburgh Corn Exchange. Since then their sound has grown from the indie-disco floor-fillers
of their debut ‘Up All Night’ to a more bold approach on their self titled follow-up.

Since its inception in 2000, T on the Fringe has played host to some of the most commercially
successful artists as well as the best in alternative and emerging talent.

Razorlight’s show promises to be one of the highlights of the summer and we'll be announcing
many more fantastic additions to the line-up over the coming months.
